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Youth Corner 15 On Sunday, November 6th we will remember the members of St. Jacob’s who 
have died since All Saints Day 2011.  

The custom of commemorating all the martyrs of the church on a single day goes 
back at least to the third century.  In the East, the celebration is still on the Sun-
day after Pentecost (which is Trinity Sunday in the West).  When the festival was 
introduced in the West it was kept first on May 13th, the date of the dedication of 
the rebuilt Roman Pantheon to St. Mary and All Martyrs.  It was Egbert of York, 
who moved the celebration to November 1 in 732 (The Irish often assigned the 
first day of the month to important feasts).  Luther chose the eve of All Saints 
Day, October 31, to post his Ninety-five Theses in Wittenburg because he wanted 
the crowds who would come to church on the following day to see them.  As the 
anniversary of the posting of the theses came to be observed as Reformation 
Day, the ancient and universal celebration of all the saints came to be overshad-
owed in Lutheran circles.  In modern practice, All Saints’ Day commemorates not 
only all the martyrs, but all the people of God, living and dead, who form the 
mystical body of Christ.  Many congregations in the United States use All Saints 
Sunday as an opportunity to remember those in the parish  who have died in the 
last twelve months.

 Are we all Saints? 

I am thinking about two of the lesser-known 

saints, St. Simon and St. Jude (or Judas). 

What are they doing, being commemorated on October 28th, on the same day?  

    The only thing they seem to have in common is they are the “other one.” St. 

Simon is the Simon who isn’t Simon Peter, St. Jude is the Judas who is not Iscar-

iot. They are, it seems, known for who they are not. 

    There are these intriguing little snippets, though: Simon (not Peter) is Simon 

the Zealot, which means he was associated with those “peace and justice” Judeans 

who were all about organizing to end Roman oppression.  

    Simon (not Peter) is only mentioned in the Gospels. He is not in the inner circle

My daughter, Erin, texted me the afternoon that 
we returned to Ohio from our vacation.  
“GRANDMA IS SEEING CATS THAT ARE NOT THERE.  
SHOULD I PLAY ALONG OR EXPLAIN THAT THERE ARE 
NO CATS?”   
 

Erin lives in Virginia and her “other 
Grandma” (most of you have met my mother 
from Michigan and mother-in-law from Stow), 
who also lives in Virginia, has recently been 
moved into a nursing home.  Erin is probably 
the most loyal visitor.   “MEET GRANDMA WHERE 
SHE’S AT,” I texted back to Erin, “OFFER TO CHECK 
IF THE CAT’S OWNER IS AWARE THAT IT IS WANDERING 
AROUND THE NURSING HOME.” 
 

Later Erin and I spoke.  
  

The needs of the frail elderly are growing each 
year as our population ages.  
In fact, the fastest-growing 
segment of our population is 
people 85 or older.  I believe 
that we often think of “old 
age” as a single period of life, 
such as “the teenage years,” 
only longer.  But I also think 
that it is wrong to put so many years of life into 
one big pile.  It also seems that when we see “old 
age” it is the “young old” (60s and early 70s) or 
“middle old” (still independent), not the “frail 
old.”  Consider these statistics (2000 census 
data): 

 Of those 85 and older women make up 72% 
of the group. 

 Women are most likely to be living alone 
because their life expectancy is longer than 
that of men (79 ½ as compared to 74 - Cen-
ter for Disease  Control and Prevention) 

 Men, when they lose their spouses, are 
more apt to remarry and marry younger 
women 

 Of those 85 and older 4 out of 5 are wid-
ows; 3 out of 5 live alone. 

 While only 12% percent of nursing home 
residents are between 65-74 and 32% of 
nursing home residents are between 75-84, 
45% of nursing home residents are over 
85 years of age.  It is estimated that anyone 
over 65 years of age will have a 43% chance 

of spending some time in a nursing home. 

So, how do we deal with family members or friends 
who are in nursing homes, or just in the frail old 
group?  The key is Meet them where they are! We 
don’t expect a five-year-old to do calculus or a toddler 
to get a job to support the family.  Often times (but 
not always!) the frail elderly seem to be growing back-
wards, and they need to be met where they are.  Not 
scolded, corrected, talked over or dismissed. Often 
times one might wonder why all of a sudden Grandpa 
can’t remember how to get to the assisted living cafe-
teria when he’s been going their everyday for the last 
four years or we keep telling Great-Aunt Bessie that 
the reason she can’t find her mother is because her 
mother has been dead for 25 years.  That is not meet-
ing the frail old where they are at!   

 

So, here are some suggestions that I gave Erin that 
might be helpful to others with “frail old” peo-
ple in their lives.   

 

I believe that one of the most important rules 
is to never, ever play the guessing game 
(Grandma, do you know who I am?).  Rather 
always walk in the room or up to the person 
and say, “Hi Grandma, it’s Erin.”  Be sensitive 

to what may be a loss of sight, memory or hearing.  Go 
to their world – don’t argue or challenge the person.  
If 90 year old Grandma says that her mother made 
apple pie yesterday, don’t protest or try to set her 
straight; ask about what type of apples she used and if 
the pie was tasty.  Also, use names or titles– a lot – not 
pronouns.  If you ask “Have you seen the physical 
therapist today?”  Don’t  follow up with “What did she 
have you do?”  Instead try “Did the physical therapist 
have you do exercises with your sore shoulder?” 
 

There are plenty of activities to do with someone in a 
nursing home, care facility or even in their own home.  
Erin has three 24-piece jigsaw puzzles that she ro-
tates with her visits to her grandmother.  Those large 
pieces are easier for arthritis hands to handle, and 
you can finish the puzzle in one visit.  An accomplish-
ment!  Grandma doesn’t remember that Erin brought 
the puzzle of the fawn three weeks ago, and if 
Grandma’s not in the mood for a puzzle, Erin puts it 
out on the table they are at and just begins on her 
own.  About three pieces in, Grandma finds the next 
piece.

Giving CPR … YIKES sounds scary! The thought of ever having to respond to an emergency, give 
CPR, or use an AED (automatic external defibrillator) is a frightening thought to many. Learning 
how best to assist in an emergency situation in church, in the community, or in your own home 
may help to alleviate that fear. Providing CPR and/or using an AED may save a life. We are fortu-
nate at St. Jacob’s to have an AED which was donated.  
 
The American Heart Association Heartsaver CPR-AED class will be offered at St. Jacob’s on Mon-
day, November 7th from 6:00 - 9:00 p.m. Class size is limited to 16 and pre-registration is neces-
sary. Please call the church office and sign up with Michelle. If you have taken a CPR class in the 
past, consider taking the class as a refresher. Some guidelines have changed. The American Heart 
Association recommends renewal of certification every two years. 
 
The course is taught in a relaxed “practice as you learn” format. There is a minimal fee to cover 
certification registration ($5 payable to the instructor on class night). If you are interested in pur-
chasing the course book in advance please contact Lynette Rice at lynetterice720@gmail.com or 
330.499.0585. It is NOT mandatory that participants purchase the course book. If there is interest, 
we may be able to borrow books in advance. Call Lynette with course questions. 

Some other ideas: 

 Weather permitting, sit outside.  Watch the birds, talk 
about the flowers or even the traffic going by (What is 
your favorite flower? What flowers were in your wed-
ding bouquet?  What did the first car you actually 
owned look like?) 

 Sing or listen to music 
 Color pictures or look at photo albums or travel bro-

chures 
 Recall the past (school-life, family, vacations, Christ-

mas and birthday celebrations) 
 Bring a pet (check with the nursing home first) 
 Share a special snack (check with the nursing home 

first about diet issues) 
 If there are no dementia issues, bring a newspaper 

and discuss current events 
 Hold hands, or just sit and listen. 

As part of our Care Ministry at St. Jacob’s we “pair up” a 
person who is homebound or in a care facility with a visi-
tor.  We’ve extended that to “temporary visitors” who 
those going through a serious illness or recovering from 
surgery that has them temporarily homebound.  If you 
would like to be a Care Team Visitor, contact our Volun-
teer Coordinator, Krista Smith.

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 We are not Generic Protestants

      Ah, Reformation Sunday! We deck the church with red, sing the fight song, chant Romans 3:28, maybe 

order up some extra brass for the choir anthem and celebrate being true descendants of the Great Re-

former, Martin Luther.  

    Having grown up in the Mighty Fortress of Lutheranism, I was stunned when my Episcopalian husband 

not only did not observe Reformation Sunday, he had never heard of it. 

With great condescension I pitied those who could not spend one glorious Sunday a year exalting in the 

recovery of the true gospel and the return of light to the church’s darkness. And the appointed texts, our 

texts — Jeremiah 31:31-34 the word of God written directly upon our hearts (Lutherans don’t need inter-

mediaries), Romans 3:19:28 justification by faith (fie on your good works) and John 8: 31-36 we know the 

truth (we suspect others do not).  

    How can we keep from singing? 

    This year however, the story of Jesus’ interaction with the Jews who had believed in him made me take a 

closer look at what it means to be Lutheran in America today.  

Many of our Lutheran ancestors came to this country in waves of immigration in the 18th, 19th and early 

20th centuries. They settled in ethnic enclaves where English was a second language and out-marriage was 

rare.  

    They were not part of the Calvinist, Reformed, revivalist Protestant majority. They were aliens in Amer-

ica. 

    There has been a long and gradual assimilation of Lutherans into American Protestant culture and Ameri-

can civil religion. We are quite at home in America now. But there is great danger in this.  

    In Jesus’ encounter with “the Jews who had believed in him” you can feel the tension as Jesus challenges 

the people’s assumptions about truth and identity.  

    Did they recognize in Jesus the incarnate I Am and the implications of a soon to be crucified savior?  

    When offered freedom, they denied they had ever been in bondage and claimed Abrahamic ancestry as 

proof. Are we the Jews in this story?   

    Gerald Sloyan in his commentary on John’s Gospel states 

that being a slave to sin does not mean “moral fault in gen-

eral” but rather boasting in our pedigree.  

Is that what Reformation Sunday has become? 

    The great themes of the Reformation — justification, 

grace, law and gospel, the theology of the cross, two king-

doms, the Lutheran hermeneutic — need to be reclaimed in 

our teaching, preaching and living.  

    We are not generic American Protestant citizens in the 

land of American Exceptionalism.  

     We are a theology of the cross people in a culture of 

glory. We are a two-kingdoms people who would never 

Wartburg Castle near Eisenach, Germany,  a place of 

refuge for Martin Luther.

claim a covenantal status for America or any other earthly government.  

    We understand that the quest for holiness and purity — the works righteousness of the religious right — 

and the attempt to bring in the kingdom through social programs — the works righteousness of the reli-

gious left — is vanity. We are sinners utterly dependent on the crucifixion, which not only destroyed sin 

and death but put to death the false hope of good intentions and human agency.  We are saints made right-

eous by the resurrection, which has made us alive and makes it possible for us to bear God’s creative and 

redeeming word to the world.    We need to become aliens in America again.   ¥  Please read John 8:31-36

of disciples. He doesn’t even get a few minor 

scenes, like the apostles Thomas and Philip. But 

he is “the zealot,” longing for the restoration of 

the kingdom to Israel.  

    St. Jude (not Iscariot) might have written the 

brief letter of Jude and might have been one of 

Jesus’ brothers. In the Gospel of John, Judas 

(not Iscariot) asks Jesus, “Lord, how is it that 

you will reveal yourself to us, and not to the 

world?”  

    In my imagination they are opposites, Simon 

and Jude — Simon with his fiery passion and 

Jude with his quiet love for prayer and for tradi-

tion. 

    I imagine St. Jude praying seven times a day 

while St. Simon is organizing some kind of a 

boycott. But that is my imagination only, be-

cause I don’t know much about either of them. 

    It seems that St. Jude and St. Simon are 

(Continued from page 1) paired not because they are each the “other” one 

but because they might have been together as a 

missionary team. 

    Some say they went to Persia. They were wit-

nesses to the gospel there and were martyred on 

the same day. That is the legend, anyway. 

    Later tradition gives St. Jude an intriguing desig-

nation: the patron saint of hopeless causes. But it 

seems to me that this is an apt description of all of 

us saints, a motley crew of zealots, mystics, schol-

ars, servants and other ordinary people. 

    Every once in awhile a saint is spectacular. But 

most of us, like Simon and Jude, are the other 

ones. We are the runners-up, the also-rans, not 

called to do great things but to do small things with 

great love. We speak, we act, we bind up wounds, 

we feed people, but most of all we hope. We be-

lieve in the hopeless cause of the reign of Christ. 

    Like St. Simon (not Peter) and St. Jude (not 

Iscariot).

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St.  Jacobôs  LWR Contributions for 2011 
 
Each year in October Lutheran World Relief (LWR) items are taken to the central 
location in Seville, Ohio.  In turn all items are trucked to another central location in 
Michigan and finally end at the headquarters in Baltimore, Maryland.   Each church 
in the synod is asked for a donation to provide money for shipping.  This was pro-
vided by funds from the John McHenry memorial fund.  This was an appropriate use 
of some of that money since Betty McHenry still ties some quilts in her home. There 
is a map on the bulletin board in Garnes Hall which lists the various parts of the 
world where LWR items were sent to in 2010.    We gave a quilt to  both Betty Chap-
ple and Naomi Moore, our two residents of St. Luke's Lutheran Community.    Since 
both of these  ladies  helped with quilting in past years, they appreciate the work 
that goes into making a quilt. 
 
This year the quilting group made 35 quilts for LWR.  This group meets once a 
month with an average of 8-10 ladies working hard to make the quilts.  We can al-
ways use more help – you do not have to be able to use a sewing machine.  We were 
blessed to receive $250 from the Thrivent Board for buying a new iron, a bolt of bat-
ting and several yards of wide backing fabric.  We can always use fabric and sheets 
(flat) in good condition.  We thank Norma Green and Debbie Mulig for their able 
help in packing the quilts for shipping. 
 
Thanks to the members of the congregation for donating thread for the sewing kits.  
The donation of fabric that we received quite sometime ago provided a total of 22 
sewing kits for LWR.

The spirit of giving was alive and well in the 
Lake Township community this fall and St. 
Jacob's played a part in this generosity. The 
“Brown Bag Drive”  combined with the 
“Annual Fish Fry” contributions netted over 
250 items. There were  16 people from St. 
Jacob's  who  attended the Fourth Annual 
Benefit Dinner for FISH, and the fundraiser 
resulted in a gain of $6,000 in funds to help 
the needy in this area. FISH sponsors for this 
event were the following: Rembrandt Homes, 
Hartville Kitchen, Hartville Hardware, Yoder-
Bontrager Insurance and Financial Services, 
Dutcher Doors, Inc., Ramsburg Insurance and 
Financial Services, Uniontown Lions, Advent 
Lutheran Church, and Adventure Place. 
Because of these sponsors paying for the food 
for the dinners, entertainment and labor 
costs, 100% of the proceeds were given to 
FISH. If you and/ or your company would like 
to become a sponsor, see Jan Dwenger for 
more details. 
 
In addition to St. Jacob’s Lutheran, other 
churches, businesses and individuals helped 
fill growing requests for help from those in 
need. These included Advent Lutheran, 
Greentown United Methodist, Holy Spirit, 
Maple Grove Mennonite, Bethany Mennonite, 
Hartville Mennonite, East Nimishillen Church 
of the Brethren, and Lake Center Christian 
School which were among those in Lake 
Township to have Brown Bag Drives. A Lake 
High School student collected close to one 
thousand items from her Uniontown 
neighborhood over Labor Day weekend to 
benefit FISH. She did this as a service project 
for National Honor Society. Other donors 
were: Senior Sitters Co. who contributed sugar 
and laundry detergent, Twice is Nice, a local 

consignment shop, gave a large assortment of 
groceries, Pizza Hut donated $200 worth of 
pizzas a week, Neo-Fill gave a month's supply 
of laundry detergent, Weight Watchers 
collected groceries from the members in a 
campaign, "Lose For Good" that netted 300 
pounds of food for FISH. This amount matched 
the number of pounds of weight lost during 
this activity. All these ways of giving are 
examples of "neighbors helping neighbors" by 
the people in our community and we welcome 
and are grateful for the efforts. 
 
It may seem there were a lot of donations 
during this past month and we are most 
thankful for the benevolent spirit shown. This 
year so far, we have seen a marked increase of 
23% in food orders, and 35% for other 
emergency assistance requested. One can see 
why all the donations are needed. In November 
and December, FISH will be distributing 
Thanksgiving and Christmas baskets. If you 
know of someone in the  Lake or Marlboro 
Townships who needs  help for these holidays, 
call the FISH Hotline at  330.
