We will still need the faithful 
service of the ladies who have agreed to check supplies during their assigned month.   Since space will

The freezer will only be minimally used by MOW, so this will not interfere with cookie storage for 
Ronald McDonald or the apple dumpling project. I have bought new plastic containers for the items 
which the mice might cause a mess. Please place all of these items in containers so we can eliminate 
the problems mice cause. There are two automatic electric items in the main kitchen and also the 
pantry to try to insure the kitchen remains mouse free. 
 
St. Jacob's Lutheran has a great kitchen which certainly provides a Christian service to many senior 
citizens who have need for the MOW services. No additional health department services are needed 
at this point. If the health department requirements change, MOW will be responsible for absorbing 
the cost.

When We Fal l

I slipped and fell at the karate school to-
night. I was turning 180 degrees during a 
shuttle run and slipped on a wet spot and 
landed like a ton of bricks. Just a little 
damp spot on the mats caused my 210 
pound frame to go horizontal in mid-air 
and gravity took over from there. I'm all 
right. I elbowed myself in the ribs trying 
to break my fall. My pride is a little 
wounded, but I'll live. The good news is 
that before I could get to the point 
where I was ready to stand 
up again, two of my friends 
where right there  ready to 
help. The feeling of knowing that 
someone was there to help made the 
whole embarrassing moment easier to 
bear. Someone was on my side when I 
needed it. No judgment, just concern 
and the desire to do what they could for 
me.  

  

My mind started rolling this around later. 
What about a spiritual fall? Is that any dif-
ferent? It is not really all that different. 
When a Christian stumbles in their walk 
with Christ, they know it. They usually 
don't need to be told they messed up. What 
they need is what I saw - two of my friends 
waiting with hands extended to help me 
get up on my feet again. They need prayer 
and encouragement. They need to know 
that, when they are ready to talk about it, 
you will be there for them to listen. If they 
are in denial, let them know you are con-
cerned. Beating them around the head and 
shoulders with Bible verses is not step one.  

  
The heart is deceitful above all things, and desper-
ately wicked: who can know it? (Jeremiah 17:9)  
 

If you think you are in a position to judge and 
hand out stern correction, look inside. If we are 
honest, we don't have to dig too far down before 

we find things that we have to work on our-
selves. Is there a time for correction? Yes, but 

not usually first thing. The more mature 
a Christian becomes, the more 
they realize their level of daily, 
even hourly dependence of Jesus 

to get through the day. Steven Cur-
tis Chapman once did a song that spoke 

about living "the next five minutes", and then 
starting over again. If you want a taste of hu-
mility, ask God to give you a glimpse into your 
heart. There is a side that wants to serve the 
Savior you love. And there is a side that is at 
war with the very idea that you can't do just 

whatever you please to do. That's the side 
that seeks its own way constantly that needs to 
be reined in and kept under control. This dark 
side of your heart might startle you a bit.  

  
The bad news is we will all stumble from time to 
time. The good news is that the "old man" the 
Bible speaks of representing that darker side of 
your heart is dying and will one day be removed 
as we enter Eternity. We will still be tempted in 
this life, but the power of sin and death were 
crushed at the crucifixion and the resurrection of 
Jesus Christ. The doorway to eternal life in 
Heaven is open again.

  Committee and Council Meetings 

At the September 20th meeting of the Congregation 
Council the following reports were heard and/or 
decisions made. 

¶ The Finance Committee will hold the 2012 
Budget Build session within their November 
8th meeting.  The financial reports for July, 
August and year to date were reviewed.  
While June, July and August tend to be 
historically òlowó months, we had a 
strong July.  However, we entered 
the summer in a òcautiousó 
position and had a poor Sep-
tember in terms of income (i.e. 
offerings for congregational 
ministry and building mort-
gage).  The Finance Committee is being 
òwatchfuló at this point, hoping for a strong 
October and year-end.  Currently expenses are 
averaging $1,000 more per month than income. 
The St. Jacobõs Investments (Endowments, 
Memorial Funds) are seeing some minor losses 
or flat growth due to the overall volatile market 
conditions of the past several months. 

¶ The Property Committee invites all to the 
church workday on Oct. 8.  A new roof has 
been put on the picnic shelter.  In the process of 
investigating a roof leak in the office area, we 
have been advised that the roof from the office 
area to the end of the Fellowship Hall will need 
to be replaced.  While it should hold through 

C o u n c i l  U p d a t e s 
the winter, replacement will be required in the spring.  
The Property Committee is soliciting bids from local 
roofing companies that will also deal with the excessive 
heat/melting problem that has been found with the 
current roof, so that a solution is addressed as the new 
roof is put on.  The Property Committee is also re-
working its long-term capital replacement plan to ad-
dress this unanticipated expenditure.   

¶ The Youth Committee has completed a calen-
dar through June 2012. 

¶ The Education  Committee reported that 
the Rally Day Global Mission Fair was a great 

success and the adult education class on James 
has begun with a strong attendance. 

¶ The Good News Committee is preparing 
for a launch of the Apple Dumpling Gang (see separate 
story) and will host the Fall Bishopõs Gathering. 

¶ The Forward Planning Committee is òon holdó as the 
NEO Synod is working on a plan for congregational 
visioning committees. 

¶ The Council approved unanimously to be a host site 
for Meals of Wheels of Stark and Wayne Counties.  
The [written] contract was reviewed by legal counsel.  
MOW will move their supplies to St. Jacobõs the after-
noon of Friday, September 30.   

The next meeting of the Council is October 18.  The Coun-
cil reminds all committees to submit their written proposed 
budgets to Jim Rutledge by October 9.

It happens over and over at the FISH 
cupboard. One day there are several 
shelves bare and the next day we get in a 
"brown bag drive" or an individual sees 
the need and pantry items appear! This 
happened again in September and is the 
result of the 
"instruments" at St. 
Jacob's Lutheran 
Church who were 
moved to share what 
they have to help the 
needy in our 
community. It was our 
most successful FISH Brown Bag Drive 
yet! But wait-- that wasn't all. Your giving 
continued at the Fish Dinner when you 
added to the donations with "fishy" foods-
-also needed at the pantry. Thank you so 
much for your generosity! 
 
We also want thank those who attended 
the Fourth Annual Benefit Dinner for FISH 
that was held at the Hartville Kitchen, 
September 29th.The November issue of 
the Evangel will have more information 
about the results of that fundraiser. 
 
It probably seems like FISH is always in 

need of many items and this is true. The 
amount of food that is distributed may 
surprise you. We have an average of 40-50 
clients a month getting food orders. Each 
order's worth averages about $100-$125 
with over 30 food items. With the 

exception of a Giant 
Eagle gift card (to 
purchase fresh 
perishables) and the 
ground beef, which 
FISH purchases with 
monetary donations, 
t h e  g e n e r o u s 

individuals and businesses of Lake 
Township donate everything. Every week, 
FISH receives over $400 worth of bakery 
items from Agape Ministries and Pizza Hut 
donates pasta and pizzas valued at over 
$200 weekly. 
 
 There are other interesting facts about our 
FISH cupboard. In an average month, the 
following are some of the amounts of 
particular items FISH distribute: 200 boxes 
of mac & cheese, 440 cans of vegetables, 40 
tubes of toothpaste, 40 dozen of eggs, 160 
pounds of ground beef, 80 boxes of pasta, 
200 bakery items, 120 cans of meals-in-a-
can, 80 boxes of cereal and 160 rolls of 
toilet tissue. One can see how important 
your donations are. Of course, the food 
pantry is but one part of this emergency 
assistance organization. The funds for help 
with housing, utilities, medicines, clothing, 
transportation, and furniture come from 
monetary donations, also provided by Lake 
Twp. businesses, individuals and churches. 
FISH does not receive any government 
funding. Each and every donation no 
matter the size is important. 
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A BIG thank you to all of 
you who baked cookies for 
the Ronald McDonald 
House last month. There 
were 25 dozen cookies deliv-
ered.

16 & Dec. 18. If you are interested in do-
nating cookies, place them 
òfreezer readyó in the Garnes 
Hall kitchen.
